HOURS: 6 AM to 6 PM daily 
(extended to 9 PM during Daylight Savings Time) 
OFFICE HOURS: 9-5 M-F, 11-5 weekends 
FEES: $5/adult; $3.25/senior ; $3/child 6-15; Free for 
children 5 and younger; yearly park passes available, $2 
to climb the lighthouse (must be 44” tall) 
CAMPING: 100 sites, some sites accommodate up to 
50 ft. RVs. Call 866-345-7275 for reservations or go to 
southcarolinaparks.com. Two-night minimum.
RULES: Pets are welcome on leashes; no feeding, 
harassing or collection of live animals; no alcoholic 
beverages; no motorized vehicles on the beach; no 
metal detectors near the lighthouse; obey signs and 
stay off sand dunes, sand fences, and sea oats. 
ACCESSIBILITY: Most areas are ADA-compliant and 
include Mobi-Mats and accessible changing rooms.

You 
must be a Friends of Hunting 
Island member to volunteer.

Watch as certified 
volunteers inventory nests 
gathering data. Occasionally hatchlings will be found 
hidden in the nest during inventory.  You may see 
them scurry across the beach on their way to the sea.
